STATE CLASS B TRACK MEET IN DENTON, 1931-1942
From 1931-1942 the University Interscholastic League (UIL) held a Class B track meet at Denton with the help of the North Texas State Teachers College (now the U. of North Texas).  However, the existence of and the results of those meets has been lost for years and were unknown to UIL officials in 2004 who did not  include the results in its data base.  The UIL had a Class B division at its Austin meet from 1915-1924 and 1948-1980 and its equivalent (1A) from 1981-2004.  Dr. Billy Wilbanks ”discovered” a newspaper article in the Dallas Morning News from 1939 mentioning the meet and found additional newspaper (e.g., from Dallas, San Antonio, Houston, Denton, & Waco--but not Austin) coverage on the meet that included partial results.  The Archives at the library of the U. of N. Texas and the Denton Library also provided information on the meet.  Dr. Wilbanks also contacted some of the schools mentioned in the articles to see if additional information (e.g., first names of individual champions & relay members) could be obtained from local individuals and newspapers.  The results obtained were added to Wilbanks’ data base for his book, Texas H.S. Track Champions, 1905-2004, and was submitted to the UIL for inclusion in its data base.  

The following schools were state champions in Class B (under 120 students) at the Denton meet from 1931-1942: Jewett of Leon County (1931); Jewett of Leon County (1932); Bangs of Brown County (1933); Carlisle of Rusk County and Bangs of Brown County-tie (1934); Tioga of Grayson County (1935); Olden of Eastland County (1936); Olden of Eastland County (1937); Harrold of Wilbarger County (1938); Claude of Armstrong County (1939); Boyd of Wise County (1940); Orange Grove of Jim Wells County and Mertzon of Irion County-tie (1941); Claude of Armstrong County (1942).

As many as 500 athletes from 125 schools participated in the annual Class B meet in Denton.  A total of 180 schools placed 1st-4th in individual events and the relays from l931-1942. The Class B track meet in Denton in 1931 was “the first state meet ever held outside of Austin” and was “part of the program of the Interscholastic League” and was “held simultaneously with the League’s state meet for Class A schools in Austin.”  Also, “athletes attending Class B and Class C schools, who have won first or second places in a county meet” were eligible for the state meet.  (From: The Campus Chat of the North Texas State Teachers College, the sponsor of the meet.)    Medals awarded were “the same as those given the winners at the Austin meet, and the meet and relay winners were awarded a loving cup.”
